Real Answers:

California is the U.S. leader for energy policy and reductions, including lighting regulations. As of January 1,
2011 for California, and January 1, 2012 nationally, more stringent lumen/watt requirements for incandescent
“A” lamps will be enforced. For the same lumens, today’s 100W bulb will be derated to 72W. These same
de-ratings begin taking effect over the next 3 years (40W being the last change in 2014). These new light
bulbs will be much more expensive than the current models. If you will need to order A lamps after this date,
this is a good opportunity to convert to CFL’s.
